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Abstract: This article provides steps and basic questions crystal. As well as the
systematization of structural material, identification and interpretation of laws inherent in the
structure of crystalline substances, establishing dependence of the physical and chemical properties
of the structure of the main tasks of crystal chemistry.

Keywords: Crystal, crystal lattice, crystallography, rentgenosrukturny analysis, neutron
diffraction, electron diffraction.

Crystal chemistry - the most important branch of chemistry, the science of crystal structures
based mainly on data from X-ray diffraction, neutron diffraction and electron and diffraction [1].
Modern crystal chemistry comes from the idea that ions and atoms have a spherical shape, and the
spatial crystal lattice is formed on the basis of the densest packing ball, in which the ions tend to
adopt the most stable configuration corresponding to the minimum potential energy. This
corresponds to the condition of closest approach of the ions and ions of the same maximum
distance.

Advances in modern crystal allow us to find the connection between the chemical
composition, structure and physical properties of minerals. Since minerals are not only defined
chemical compounds, but primarily natural objects with certain p - and physical properties of, often
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playing a leading role in their diagnosis, classification of minerals necessary to build not only on the
chemical, sometimes incorrectly interpreted properties.

The development of modern crystal leads to increasing use of structural data in general
chemistry. Crystal chemistry establishing mutual influence atoms chemically homogeneous with the
formation of chemical bonds in crystalline compounds, thereby explains the dependence of the
physico - chemical properties of the structure, and associates with the basic chemical structure of
the property - reactivity. Therefore, the use of crystal patterns reveals effective ways synthesis of
chemical compounds with any prescribed properties. Unlike other physical methods for studying
the structure of matter, the use of X-ray diffractiostructure of crystals allows to determine the
structure of complex compounds produced by synthetic chemistry.

Methods of modern crystal served as the basis for a special direction in theoretical chemistry,
which was developed over the past decades prof. Yuri Vladimirovich Hodakova who proved that
for the prediction of possible chemical compounds and some of their properties can be guided by
the principles in which the idea of forming the entourage as agreed with the influence of the
chemical environment. Modern x-ray diffraction analysis and other methods - the main source of
reliable guantitative information on the structure of chemicals (from the elementary structures of
metals and ionic binary compounds to complex structures of biopolymers and complexes with
polydentate ligands). Processing of this information, ordering structural material, identification and
interpretation of the laws inherent in the structure of crystalline materials, depending on the
establishment of physical and chemical properties of the structure - these are the main problems of
crystal chemistry [2].

Crystal chemistry is most closely associated with crystallography, studying mainly the

external form of the crystal, solid state physics, geology, mineralogy, materials science. We
emphasize that in the preparation and study of new materials chemical knowledge and ideas come
to the fore. It is important to bear in mind that the successful acquisition of knowledge requires a
crystal-visual presentation, visualization of structures using ball-and-wire models, as well as
moving images on a computer monitor. Perfect forms of natural crystals always aroused in people
as a mystical rapture, and the desire to solve the mystery hidden in them . In medieval treatises on
mineralogy and alchemy crystalline substance called a product of the higher realms: the sun, moon,
stars and planets, as well as numerous gods of all times and peoples. Beauty of crystals not only
admired: their physical properties used already in stone tools and in historical time crystalline
minerals as raw material for steel smelting , producing paints and drugs manufacture of ceramics,
glass , building materials and other products of the nascent industry. It's safe to say that in the
history of mankind crystals have always been closely associated with chemistry - as mysterious
ancient area of knowledge of the transformations of substances [3].
Crystal chemistry, ie, «the description of crystals», began as a scientific discipline in the XVII
century. In the development of science, it has played a huge role: it is here that any representations
about atoms and molecules as tiny «building blocks» of the structure of matter, which is then passed
into the physics and chemistry. The first quantitative law of chemistry - the law of multiple
proportions the number of elements in compounds - was proposed in 1803 by Englishman John
Dalton. But the French founder of the atomic crystallography Hauy Rene had already formulated
the law of another quantitative matter, something similar to Dalton's law: the mutual arrangement of
the crystal faces correspond to different triples of integers. Only two centuries later grew out of the
mathematical theory of crystallographic groups showed a deep kinship laws Hauy and Dalton:
regular geometric shape of the crystals follow from the symmetry of the crystal lattice, while integer
valence elements - from spherical symmetry of the atom [4].

Three centuries in a row crystallography was far ahead of all other areas of science . His law
of integral relations Hauy brought on the basis of the first catalog of crystals composed another
French researcher Romeu de Lisle. In 1783, this catalog contains descriptions of 500 crystalline
substances. But in the early XVII century Kepler and later Newton, Huygens and Lomonosov
independently explained the shape and optical properties of crystals ordered arrangement of the
constituent particles, which then was not even a generally accepted term. Crystallographer XIX
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century in his work used non-Euclidean geometry ( trigonometry on the sphere), knew and often
developed a mathematical theory of symmetry, inorganic chemistry, mineralogy, only arises crystal
physics and many other disciplines. And yet he was able to measure the exact shape of the crystal,
recording in the dark reflection of the weak candle flame from the faces of the sample, turning in an
optical goniometer («protractor») - contemporaries compared these skills with the art of
swordsman. According to the first law of crystallography, independently established many great
naturalists (among them was Lomonosov) and finalized Romeu de Lisle, each substance has its own
individual set of angles between the faces of the crystal - a «passport» chemical compound
withstand up to a hundredth of a degree [4].

The first half of the twentieth century, crystallography, mineralogy and inorganic chemistry
developed in parallel, borrowing and using new results from adjacent areas. By mid- century there
was crystal chemistry: the science of the atomic structure of crystals and the relationship of this
structure to the physical and chemical properties of crystalline substances. The creators of a new
discipline - Victor Moritz Goldschmidt in Germany and Linus Pauling in the U.S. - based on a
small number of experimentally determined structures derived simple universal principles that are
still allowed to describe the structure of almost all known crystalline compounds. Crystal chemistry
«Pauling» became the foundation of the entire theoretical and structural chemistry of the twentieth
century. Development of the theory of diffraction and X-ray computer technology has transformed
kristalografiyu in the application area of research, where objectively established («unscrambledy)
increasingly complex crystal structures. In the 1950's, Soviet physicist Kitaygorodsky founded the
organic crystal, extending the principle of close packing of atoms on a complex organic molecules,
and developed a method of atom-atom potentials, which allowed to calculate the molecular
structure of crystals appeared at that time computers. A Pauling and other authors at the same time
apply the method to the analysis of crystal structure of protein molecules, thus laying the
foundations of structural biology. By the early 1960s, crystal chemistry as a science developed in
the form in which there is a still developing. Today in the computer database of more than 600
thousand different crystal structures and the same powder pattern taken with polycrystalline
samples of various compounds. In chemistry and mineralogy banks powder pattern successfully
replaced atlases with geometric shapes of crystals, which a hundred years ago were the main
instrument of identification known crystalline substances. Modern instruments and programs allow
1-2 hours to determine the qualitative and quantitative composition and often complex mixture of
crystalline components of 20-30 mg powder sample of her (in synchrotron centers - several
milligrams of the mixture). This method will also explore the conversion of reactants in solid state
chemistry. «Fast» X-ray diffractometry is already competing with the classical methods of
spectroscopy, penetrating into new areas of medical and combinatorial chemistry. Volume
diffraction data on the structure of new materials is constantly growing and seems to double in the
next decade [5].

The most powerful method in physical chemistry is x-ray diffraction (XRD), which gives full
information about the arrangement of atoms in a crystal. In theoretical studies of the crystal
structure is widely used computer simulation of crystal structures. But the greatest value to the
chemist are qualitative laws that predict the composition and properties of the reaction products
without calculation. Many of these laws, which were included in a series of chemical disciplines
have crista llohimicheskuyu basis. Basic knowledge of the crystal chemistry of synthetic chemists
allows to navigate in unusual situations, explain and even predict things that would otherwise have
to learn just as stubborn, but the empirical facts are unclear.

Benefits for Chemical Crystallography is not limited to the influence of crystal structure on
the properties and reactivity of specific classes of compounds. Basic knowledge of crystal optimizes
and speeds up the whole process of research substances and materials. With this theoretical baggage
chemist diffraction estimate the size of nanoparticles in the sample, calculate the density and predict
the mechanical properties of the new compounds according to its crystal structure, determine the
oxidation state of the atoms on the geometry of the near environment, right offer reagent for
introduction into the channels of the selected zeolite matrix. The search for new materials with

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desired properties modern researcher will begin by reviewing the bank's structural data - usually it
allows you to compile a long list of known compounds with the desired property for further
modification. Formed by synthetic chemists can distinguish correct SAR data from erroneous and
will not fall into the trap of the analysis of disordered structures, solid solutions and other
methodological complications. The huge volume of data in modern structural chemistry and its
geometric language made crystal chemistry necessary part of the physico-chemical knowledge [6].

Whether it be through email or on message boards, teachers now have the ability to work together
to create more meaningful, engaging instruction for all students without having to schedule
common planning time. Teachers can use websites to post class schedules, assignment requirements
and even samples for student and parent use.

Keywords: English language, Methods, Information Technology, Internet.

The problem of learning languages is very important today. Kazakhstan is integrating into the
world community and the problem of learning English for the purpose of communication is
especially urgent today. To know English is absolutely necessary for every educated person, for
every good specialist. Learning an English language is not an easy thing. Different methods
appeared. Information technology benefits both traditional education institutions and online
educational models in fundamental ways.

Information and Communication Technology (ICT) refers to technologies that provide access
to information through telecommunications. It is similar to Information Technology (IT), but
focuses primarily on communication technologies. This includes the Internet, wireless networks,
cell phones, and other communication mediums.In the past few decades, information and
communication technologies have provided society with a vast array of new communication
capabilities. For example, people can communicate in real-time with others in different countries
using technologies such as instant messaging, voice over IP (VolIP), and video-conferencing. Social
networking websites like Facebook allow users from all over the world to remain in contact and
communicate on a regular basis. Modern information and communication technologies have created
a «global village» in which people can communicate with others across the world as if they were
living next door. For this reason, ICT is often studied in the context of how modern communication
technologies affect society (www.techterms.com/definition/ict).

Needless to say, «The Internet is a tool which has great potential in the language classroom,
but its effectiveness in practice depends to a large extent on the way it is exploited by teachers and
students. Your general methodology is also important» (Windeatt, Hardisty and Eastment). Lanni,
Daniela (2005) listed some skills and strategies involved in ICT based language activities:

Technology skills in the use of hardware and software.

- Navigation skills (search, discrimination, skimming, scanning, evaluation of sources,
material, types of texts, style, information).

- Choice of suitable paths inside the hypertext/hypermedia in order to find the desired results.

- Definition of the characteristics of the information (origin, quality, relevance, reliability).

- Use of search engines (planning the search, devising the possible key words, choosing
different types of search engines according to the purpose of the search).

- Use of the information according the pre-determined objectives and tasks.

- Use of the written language as a means of communication (formal/ informal) in email and
chat exchange as well as blogs.

- Use of the oral language as a means of communication in video conferencing.
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- Use of the oral language as a means of communication while discussing, reporting,
negotiating and mediating inside the class with the teacher and the other students.

Using ICT might be very beneficial to both learner-centered and teacher-centered education.
Many learners can adapt to new technology and using ICT in school more rapidly today on account
of their environment. However it is not the same case for teachers. They find it hard to adapt this
new system because they have a social background distant from ICT and they have taught for years
with traditional methods and deprived of technology. Yet, ICT might be shown as a support to the
traditional academic methods, especially problem based view. For example; for a teacher who has a
homepage, the tools that are on his web page are excellent tools for maintaining lesson-based
teaching tradition (Notland, Johannesen & Vavik, 2001).

By using information and communication technology in all areas of education, teachers can
encourage a more constructive classroom environment. Computers can handle a range of activities
and carry out programmed functions at amazing speed. They can check exercises after they are
done, move students gradually from easier to more difficult exercises according to their levels and
abilities. When students fail to answer questions correctly or perform activities, the computer can
simulate, drill, or explain the phenomenon in a way that makes it easier for the learner to
understand. Here are some activities which | use of ICT in language teaching.

The regular lesson

It is possible to hold a regular lesson in a computer class with internet access. A teacher may
download the necessary material beforehand, and have students work through it, helping out when
needed. There are many sites that provide learning materials on the internet. The World Wide Web
(WWW) can be thought of as the largest library in the world, with Web sites the equivalents of
books, full of information in English on almost any topic that can be imagined making it a vast
storehouse of free and authentic materials for the ESL teacher to use. The Web pages contain not
only text and pictures but also sounds, music, animation and movies and are linked together
differently to the linear method of books and page numbers through the use of hyperlinks whereby
clicking on a textual or graphic link transports you directly to a different page in a different book.

Using the net as a research resource

We decide to search the Web for some data. Every student gets an address, or a name, or
some words, which they find through a search engine. They take notes while working, so that next
day, we can have feedback. Such lessons are extremely motivational, since the students enjoy using
the Web, and they have an additional motivation because they know that they have to report to their
peers during the next lesson.

Web site project

We are engaged in a project which is related to one of our topics. Students may write their
essays in class, then the teacher checks them, then we have a lesson in the computer lab where they
type their works and e-mail them to a project site, or post them if possible.

Real communication

Students love to e-mail what they call their 'key pals'. Instead of the former write a letter to
your imaginary friend in another country and tell them about your country, they have real virtual
friends, to use a funny modern word combination, with whom they exchange information, photos
etc. It is also useful to decide if this task requires one person per computer or if it is possible to set
the tasks up for pairs or even three people per computer.

There are a few students who wish to do more, they are the ones who choose a theme and
make a report, get published in various student publications around the world, take part in
competitions and conferences. While doing all these kinds of work within the framework of the
curriculum, they learn many more new words, they also acquire inter-cultural and interactive skills.

The site The Internet Movie Database at http://us.imdb.com/ are very comprehensive and will
provide more than enough information for class use. This site claims to have information on more
than 160,000 titles and this includes video clips and reviews where available. Prior to viewing, a
movie either at the theatre or on video, students can use the web to thoroughly research the movie
reading reviews, movie synopsis and even viewing preview video clips. Various activities can be
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built around these materials found on the Internet including reading and vocabulary building
exercises as well as listening exercises from the video clips. It’s better to concentrate on reviews of
the movie and have the students write their own review after they have viewed the movie. The
genre of movie reviews is analyzed and compared in several reviews of the movie and used by the
students to write their own review after they view the movie. Also after the movie discussion can
ensue on which reviews the students agreed and disagreed with. Specific objectives relevant to
particular follow up activities will apply according to the activity and these include improving
students' reading skills, listening skills, vocabulary and confidence and ability to express their own
opinions. Finally researching the movie, doing the follow up activities thereby knowing about the
story and what to expect can help in improving the students understanding of the movie when they
view it.

Information technologies will be able to locate students within the frame work of the project
and consider what actions might be appropriate within the context and how it can contribute to the
development of their education and the application of the English in different sectors of economic
and social life in their future. One can see possibilities of using Information Technologies in
teaching English and their advantages in comparison with the traditional methods. Computer is
really considered to be a tool for stimulating motivation, forming firm language skills and
improving knowledge of English. But in conclusion I’d like to say that harmonious combination of
traditional and new methods on all levels of teaching and learning will lead to the best results.

Abstract: Republic of Kazakhstan, China, Kyrgyzstan, Russia, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan,
are the founders of states of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization ( hereinafter SCO or the
Organisation ) based on the historical ties between their peoples; Aiming to further deepen
comprehensive cooperation; Desiring to jointly contribute to the strengthening of peace, security
and stability in the region in terms of development of political multipolarity, economic and
information globalization.

Keywords: Shanghai Cooperation Organization, Kazakhstan, China, information
globalization.

Over the past ten years the international circles focuses on the geopolitical and geo-
economic role of the Central Asian countries, and its place and importance in the system of
international security.

The importance of the Central Asian countries due to the desire of a number of major powerful
countries to establish control over the region and influence the situation to promote and implement
their national and global interests.

Russia, USA, China and countries of the European Union amongthecountriesintheworld
havea significant impact in the forming of geopolitical situation in the Central Asia.
Nowadays CAC (Central Asian countries) acts as a space where quite clearly visible interlacing
ambitions new «players» and the traditional rivalry in the leading countries of the world. CAC
includes Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan and Tajikistan. They have a balance
in a foreign policy,external interests, following the basic vectors - spread their political influence,
the designation of an market and other natural resources, economic and military cooperation.
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Foreign policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan has traditionally distinguished activity, balance,
pragmatism, constructive dialogue and multilateral cooperation.

Historical, geopolitical and economic factors largely caused by the fact that the country
conducts multiways foreign policy that is based on the principles of international cooperation‘s,
good neighborliness and respect for the territorial integrity of other states or countries [1].
Kazakhstan took a rightful place in the international system during the period of independent
development. The national interests has been recognized, developed its own foreign policy
concept, developed legal base of international relations, established friendly and partnership
relations not only with its immediate neighbors, but also with most of the Member States of the
East and West.Significant economic growth, openness to foreign capital, and the increasing
interest of the leading countries in the CAC are factors that contribute to weight gain and authority
of the republic in regional associations.

Kazakhstan remains an active participant in the wider international cooperation aimed at
revitalizing our state to ensure regional stabilitybecause many problems are transboundary in
Kazakhstan, which can be solved only with neighboring states [2].

Active participation of Kazakhstan in the integrationprocesses of Central Asian countries
has become a vital prerequisite for economic and political stability, prosperity, competitiveness
and national security. Kazakhstanis as the initiator of the acceleration process of the Central Asian
and Eurasian integration. Kazakhstan interested in preserving the potential integration and that the
economy of CAC will not being under the influence of some powerful countries, and depending on
the trade exchange with them. The importance of international organizations is increasing in the
current global geopolitical situation and in the modern international and regional conditions. The
international organizationsare becoming an important force contributing to the strengthening of
security and stability in Central Asia.

In this context, Kazakhstan and other Central Asiancountries are actively involved in the
establishment and strengthening of structures of activities in regional integration of the SCO.One
of the priorities given to the SCO as a relatively rapidly developing structure that will create a new
geopolitical configuration in Central Asia[3].

Relevance and practical importance of the topic defined by a number of important
following factors:

To ensure political stability and security of the Republic of Kazakhstan;
Cooperation with the SCO is an important tool for regional interactions in various fields of life of
our society;
Cooperation with the SCO sets the conditions fornot using of nuclear weapons and the settlement
of territorial issues, strengthening of regional and global security.

Shanghai Cooperation Organizationfound in 2001 on the basis of «Shanghai five-China,
Kazakhstan, Russia, Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan» Agreements on confidence-building measures in
the military field in the border area and the Agreement on Mutual Reduction of Military Forces in
the border area.

According to the SCO Charter from June 7, 2002, one of the priority goals of the

organization is to strengthen friendship, mutual trust and neighborhood; encourage an effective
cooperation in political, trade-economic, cultural, educational, scientific, technological, energy,
transport, environment and other fields.
Nowadays China, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Russia, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan are members of the
SCO. Mongoliahas an observer status in the SCO since 2004 and India, Iran and Pakistan since
2005. In June 2009, at theSummit which was held in Yekaterinburg was made decisionabout SCO
partners as a Belarus and Sri Lanka [3].

Kazakhstan considers the activity of the SCO as priority directions of the foreign policy
and has a position in the organization as a practical and important tool for regional cooperation in
the political, military and cultural spheres [4].

Cooperation in the SCO allowed Kazakhstan to settle a number of contentious territorial
issues, systematic and transparent reduction of armed forces in the border regions are defused
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residual elements of the military- political tension. The problem of resolving of the territorial
issues arisen since the formation of sovereign states after the collapse of the USSR. Border
demarcation processand delimitation occurred for several years. Thus, on the basis of the activities
of the Republic of Kazakhstan as a basis for future of the SCO on the forum

«Shanghai Five» Kazakhstan has managed to complete the long process of negotiations and
to identify our state borders. According to the result of these negotiations got a conclusion and
then ratification of the Agreement on confidence-building measures in the military field (1996) in
the border area and the Agreement on Mutual Reduction of Military Forces in the Border
(1997). Additionally, the fourth meeting of heads of the «Shanghai Five» was held on August 24-
25, 1999 in Bishkek.During the meeting were signed the «Agreement about the junction point on
the state borders betweenKazakhstan and the People's Republic of China and the Kyrgyz
Republicy» [5].

Particular attention was paid to retrieve the Great Silk Road which connecting territory of
all the states of the «Shanghai Five». The «Bishkek Declaration» document was the results of the
summit signed by the five States. Thus, after determining the boundaries of State in cooperation
with neighbor countriestheinteraction in other cooperation had a completely different level. After
the first meeting, «Shanghai Five» this forum has become a permanent place of council
representatives in the Central Asian region. Kazakh as the most interested in further development
of cooperation in the party intensified process of interaction in the political, economic and social
problems that occur in the Central Asian countries.

The Shanghai Cooperation Organization has sufficient organizational and legal
infrastructure in order to promote a long-term economic projects.

To establish partnership between the public and private sectors is effective form as well as the
active involvement of business and financial circles through Business Council and Interbank
Consortium of the SCO.

Launching of special account of the Development Fund of the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization has great importance.Creation of a new mechanism of cooperation - Meeting of
Health Ministers of the SCO became an important initiative during Kazakhstan's chairmanship.
Continued fruitful cooperation in the sphere of culture and education, launched the project
«University of the SCO» held a forum of Rectors of institutions of higher education of
the member states. According to the proposition of Kazakhstan have taken steps to promote
cooperation in the field of environmental protection. Active work is also carried out on cooperation
in the prevention in emergency situations. In general, the SCO has gained extensive experience in
combating modern threats and challenges [7].

Kazakhstan sought to ensure the qualitative content of the SCO activity based on the
development of all directions of the organization activity in the field of economic, cultural and
humanitarian cooperation. Under the Plan of action of the SCO for 2010-2011 and in accordance
with the motto presidency «10 years on the safety way and cooperation» conducted more than 100
joint activities.

A key priority of Kazakhstan's chairmanship in the SCO was to strengthen regional and
global security. Taken into account that the SCO is not a military and political bloc directed
against third countries. This is primarily an organization to implement a statutory goals and
objectives mainly peaceful not by force and facilities. The SCO cannot ignore the harsh realities
of the modern world. The Organization has to take into account a number of local and regional
«hot spots/areas», as well as the fight against the «three evilsy — terrorism, separatism and
extremism. Given these circumstances, during the presidency of Kazakhstan held counterterrorism
military exercise «Peace Mission-2010», held meetings of Secretaries of Security Councils,
ministers of foreign affairs, defense and interior ministers of member States of the SCO[8].
Current activities of the SCO and its prospects get different estimates of the international expert
community. Expert opinions regarding the effectiveness of the activities of the Organization
diverge and in most cases contradictory. Critical analysis of the SCO revealed a number of
unresolved issues and further deepening which may have negative consequences for Kazakhstan
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and other Member States. In this regard Kazakhstan played the role of moderator in the
organization in 2010-2011 faced the following problematic issues on the agenda of the SCO:

1 Participation opportunities and prospects of the SCO in the conflict resolution in its
responsibility. One of the main issues of the SCO is the lack of clear mechanisms for responding
to force majeure, as well as a clear position of the Member States on the extraordinary events
occurring on the territory of its members.

2. The problem of enlargement.

3. Competing interests between Russia and China in the SCO [9 171-174].

Kazakhstan and SCO act consistently for a speedy solution to the Afghan problem, the
strengthening of  Afghanistan as a sovereign, peaceful and neutral state.
IntheSCOreflectsthatfateoftheentireregionisdecidinginAfghanistan.

The SCO countries implement a number of social infrastructure and humanitarian projects
that are essential to the long-suffering post-conflict reconstruction of Afghanistan. The SCO will
assume the burden of the many problems that can occur in Afghanistan after the withdrawal of the
international coalition troops from the country in 2014.

During the presidency of Kazakhstan in the SCO had been established three-level interaction
mechanism on combating a drug menace in the SCO. Kazakhstan has made a significant
contribution to the development of Anti-drug strategy of SCO of Member States for 2011-2016.1t
was during the Kazakh chairmanship on signed a Protocol of Understanding between Regional
Anti-Terrorist Structure of the SCO (RATS) and the Central Asian Information and Coordination
Centre for combating illicit drug drugs and psychotropic substances.Negotiable is signing a
Memorandum of Understanding between the SCO and the UN Office on Drugs and Crime [8]. The
understanding with the SCO is essential fact that the interaction brings to our country some
success in the geopolitical and strategic plansfor Kazakhstan. The SCO activities contributes
China's integration into the structure of regional cooperation, therefore Kazakhstan has got reliable
security guarantees, including the nonuse of nuclear weapons by signing a series of strategic
Agreements with China. The presenceof two regional States (China and Russia) in SCO
objectively harmonizes their interests and influence, especially in the trade — economic and
military- political spheres.

Kazakhstan has more ambitious goals: it seeks to eventually become a leader within the
SCO. These ambitions of Kazakhstanimprove its success in both the external and the internal,
primarily economic, politics. The competent politic of socio-economic reform pursued by the
Government of Kazakhstan has allowed the country to become one of the leaders of economic
growth among the CIS Member States. A few years ago such influential institutions of Kazakhstan
recognized as a market economy, and the leading international rating agencies of the Republic
ininternational investment ratingby the USA Congress and the Council of Europe. The
importanceis increasing on growth of the region and the countries of Central Asia which situated
on its territory will grow the interests of other countries in the region. Consequently, members of
the Organization must strengthen the integration process in those areas where we have highlighted
the problematic issues such as the participation of the SCO in the conflicts in its area of
responsibility, expansion of the organization and the presence of competing interests between
Russia and China.

The theories and conceptualizations of Kazakhstan‘s accession to Russia presented in post-
Soviet and international historiography are considered. The author also provides an analysis of the
views and methodological approaches of modern Kazakh, Russian and foreign scientists in the
study of the above mentioned subject. The majority of Russian historians emphasize the positive
impact of the Russian Empire on Kazakhstan and Central Asia. Russian historians consider
Kazakhstan's accession to Russia either as a clash of two civilizations (nomadic and farming ones),
or from the standpoint of the theory of modernization, either in terms of a systematic approach
(where Russia stands as a core of system, and Kazakhstan — as a periphery).

MOTIVATION IN LEARNING FOREIGN LANGUAGES

obstacle faced by teachers, counselors, administrators, and parents. The students' success in their
studies depends upon their motivation. The main idea of motivation is to capture the students’
attention and curiosity and channel their energy towards learning. There are two types of
motivation. An intrinsically motivated student studies because he/she wants to study. The material
is interesting, challenging and rewarding, and the student receives some kind of satisfaction from
learning.

Keywords: motivation, goal, communicate, self-confidence, encourage, improve.

Motivation is the key to all learning. Lack of motivation is perhaps the biggest obstacle faced
by teachers, counselors, administrators, and parents. The students’ success in their studies depends
upon their motivation. This need or desire to achieve a certain goal can make the difference
between success and failure. Motivation can come from two sources from inside and outside the
students. Not everyone is highly motivated from within, and no one is continuously motivated from
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within. Fortunately, there is an outside source of motivation. In education, the most obvious kind of
outside motivation is the teacher. The main idea of motivation is to capture the students’ attention
and curiosity and channel their energy towards learning. There are two types of motivation. An
intrinsically motivated student studies because he/she wants to study. The material is interesting,
challenging and rewarding, and the student receives some kind of satisfaction from learning. | have
one such student. She never misses a homework, is always using her dictionary when a word comes
up she doesn't know, and as a result of these kinds of habits she always does well on her tests. One
time | just checked to see if the students had their homework done or not, and after class she asked
me if she had any mistakes on her homework or not. She prefers tasks that are moderately
challenging. She demands more effort from herself and has a need for deep understanding. To have
an intrinsically motivated student is the goal of all motivational development.

An extrinsically motivated student studies and learns for other reasons. Such a student
performs in order to receive a reward, like graduating or passing a test or getting a new shirt from
mom, or to avoid a penalty like a failing grade. Here is a description of one of my extrinsically
motivated students. She is a very good student, and actually shows signs of being intrinsically
motivated, but in general she is inclined to put forth the minimal effort necessary to get the maximal
reward. When | give an assignment in class, she often tries to chat with her friends or fails to get
started, but if | say this will be taken up and graded, she is often the first one finished. Her intrinsic
motivation shows when the material is of great interest to her, or something she feels strongly
about. Also, if I can get her curious about something, without her being distracted, she works hard
at it. She performs well, as with many of my students who are extrinsically motivated, if I give her a
task where she has control, the task is very clear, and she is involved in the dynamics of the class. It
seems that when intrinsic motivation is low or absent, extrinsic motivation must be used. Although
extrinsic motivation can, and should, be used with intrinsically motivated students, too. If students
aren't given a reward or credit for their efforts, and no feedback is given to the student, then most
students' intrinsic motivation would begin to decrease.

Proper classroom explanation is needed by the teacher, so the students can well understand
what is expected of them. In the ESL classroom this is more apt to create anxiety because the
explanations are given in another language that takes even more effort by the students to
comprehend than their own language. A well-planned lesson is essential. The teacher must be
creative and flexible. Depending on the nature of the class and the students' levels, the dynamics of
the class must be appropriate. The material must also be relevant to the students. Try to use
vocabulary that the students can relate to and material they would find interesting. Teachers must be
kind and listen fairly to the students, and be patient when they don't understand. Unfortunately,
there are teachers who run their classes very strictly, almost as a sort of dictator in class. The
teacher gets upset at the students who don't try, as it appears the reason is that they don't understand
what is asked of them.

On the contrary, a caring teacher tries to develop a relationship with the students. If the
teacher sees potential in all students, and communicates well to the students, they will in return have
a desire to learn and participate. When the students realize that you are not going to get angry, you
are nice and understand them, and the reason you are trying so hard is because it is important to you
that your students learn and do well, the natural human reaction is to reciprocate and do something
nice in return, in this case, study. A teacher's positive energy could lead to the students becoming
more motivated. If the students see that the teacher is happy to be in the classroom and excited to
teach them, then the students can learn by example. A smile is contagious. Positive attitude is a
must for a successful learning atmosphere. Promote self-confidence, it helps in teaching if the
teacher is self-confident. Positive approval and praise for student efforts is very effective, even if
the student is wrong. Let the students know that you're glad they tried and being wrong isn't such a
big problem, and the students won't be so reluctant the next time they're called on to participate.
Positive energy, affirming a belief in the students' ability develops a comfortable atmosphere for the
students in the classroom.
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In teaching a language, motivation refers to the ability to arouse in the students the desire to
learn the language and a feeling that the language they are learning is useful. Whatever level of
motivation your students bring to the classroom will be transformed, for better or worse, by what
happens in that classroom. Many factors affect a student’s motivation to work and to learn: interest
in the subject matter, perception of its usefulness, general desire to achieve, self-confidence and
self-esteem, as well as patience and persistence. The important thing here is to know how you, as a
teacher, can help your students to be highly motivated to learn the language. In order to do that you
should give them clear and detailed information why they should learn English and relate that to
their own needs. For example, you may say that English is the first international language, it is used
as a lingua franca, and Command of English means better chances for jobs. Moreover, you have to
employ techniques that require the students to utilize the language creatively as an instrument of
learning. In addition, you should give frequent, early, positive feedback that supports students'
beliefs that they can do well. Show genuine interest in your students and their achievements.
Nothing is more disappointing for a student than to feel ignored, neglected, or carelessly evaluated,
or to feel that his work does not appeal to the teacher. You should be specific when giving negative
feedback. Negative feedback is very powerful and can lead to a negative class atmosphere.
Whenever you identify a student's weakness, make it clear that your comments relate to a particular
task or performance, not to the student as a person. Furthermore, you have to provide praise and
reward for all. Some might receive praise for bigger accomplishments than others but even the
lower performers need a regular pat on the shoulder. A teacher should also give praise to the class
as a whole to encourage the class and also build team unity. Also, introduce students to the good
work done by their peers. In other words, you should share the ideas, knowledge, and
accomplishments of individual students with the class as a whole.

In order to help your students to be motivated, you break the routine by incorporating a
variety of teaching activities and methods in your course. Classroom activities can reduce the strain
of formality in the classroom. They make learning more student-centered and less teacher-centered.
Activities (such as groups where students exchange personally relevant information) may help to
motivate and encourage the more diffident students. In other words, activities transfer the process of
learning from 'skill-getting' to 'skill-using'.

Here are some tips for the teachers to try:

1. Know your students and use their names as often as possible.

2. Maintain eye contact and move toward your students as you interact with them; be sure to
nod your head to show that you are hearing what they say.

3. Use facial expressions - Smile, Frown!!

4. Use appropriate humor in your teaching and in tests, to relieve anxiety.

5. Plan relevant study trips out of the university.

6. Maximize the use of time so that the students keep busy with productive, relevant
activities.

7. Provide opportunities for the students to speak to the class. Talk less than your students do.

8. Accept students' ideas and comments, even if they are wrong; correct in a positive manner.

9. Open each class with an introduction that captures the interest of your students (warm-up).

10. Plan for every class; never try to wing it.

11. Make sure that the level of teaching matches students’ background, ability, and
experience.

12. Pay attention to the strengths and limitations of each of your students. Reward the
strengths and strengthen the weak spots.

13. Move around the room as you teach; walk energetically and purposefully.

14. Put some excitement into your speech; vary your pitch, volume and rate.

The overall goal of teachers should be to help students develop into self-motivating learners.
Students who are encouraged to become motivated lifelong learners will be more successful in and
out of the classroom.
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Successful language learning depends on different factors that go beyond the cognitive realm.
Affect is one of the factors that can greatly influence student success and within affective factors
motivation is one of the most important ones. Motivation can be affected by effective teaching. To
become effective, teachers need to reflect on a number of things such as their behaviours, decisions,
activity design, class materials and class atmosphere.

Motivation is among the affective factors that can greatly influence students’ attitudes.
Chomsky clearly identifies the importance of motivation: ‘the truth of the matter is that about 99
percent of teaching is making the students feel interested in the material’ (Chomsky 1988: 181).
Language learning is a long process in which the whole person is involved, and without enough
motivation students are unlikely to persist in a given task.

So, motivation is the backbone of any classroom. When the students are motivated, the
teacher can perform his/her job the best.

Abstract: Formation of patriotism is an essential part of moral education. Only on the basis of
true patriotic feelings are generated a sense of responsibility for their homeland, a sense to preserve
its wealth and spiritual values.

Patriotic upbringing - first of all is upbringing of important spiritual and moral, cultural and
historical values. It is based on unconditional love and devotion to his country, pride in belonging to
the accomplishments and trials of his people, the veneration of national symbols, willingness to
decent and selfless service to society and the state.

Patriotism arises and is formed as one of the best qualities in childhood and further it
developes and enriches in the social, moral and spiritual aspects of life. A patriotic person aware of
his historical, cultural, ethnic, spiritual, and other appurtenance for the motherland.
